Event 
Recently on a construction site a worker received sever injuries when 1.7 tonnes of glass fell 
on him once the crate was opened.   
 
Findings 

·  It was found that only a GENERIC - JSA had been in place failing to identify the 
hazards associated with the removal of glass from crate.  

·  The weight of the glass was poorly displayed.  
·  Glass was not supported in the crate. 
·  The crate was poorly positioned on floor 

Outcome  
 

·  No creates of glass to be unloaded until steel support frame has been designed and is 
available on site for opening and removal of glass from crate. 

·  A task specific JSA to be developed for the removal of glass from crate. 
·  Training of all workers in the safe handling of glass.
